MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS FOR THE APPRENTICESHIP

e Not less than 18 years of age. Proof of age may be required.

e  Must have the physical ability to perform the work of the trade with or without reasonable accommodations.

e A reading understanding, writing and communicating ability as would enable the applicant to perform the tasks of the
Construction Craft Laborer in a safe manner and comprehend the subject matter taught in related instruction.

e Any individual entering the Apprenticeship program must have acceptable test scores or be tested prior to starting
work. Our program requires a Reading & Arithmetic component. ACT, Accuplacer, or Next Generation Accuplacer are
the accepted testing methods.

e Must have reliable transportation to job site & training.

Testing Information: Any individual entering the Apprenticeship program must have acceptable test scores or be tested prior
to starting work. Our program requires a Reading & Arithmetic component. ACT, Accuplacer, or Next Generation Accuplacer
are the accepted testing methods. Qualifying testing scores are good for up to 5 years from the acceptance date but need to

be updated annually until you find a contractor to work for.
